Acclimatising of products
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There can be large variations in temperatures
from day to night and in different regions
across South Africa. It is for this reason that
we recommend that LVTs be acclimatised on
site for at least 24-hours prior to installation.
The stability of the product can be severely
compromised if the product has been trans-
ported in a hot vehicle, and immediately
installed in a cooler environment.
